Dear Summer Glen Neighbor,

strategy of not cutting the grass very short and our watering plan which operates within Donala's 
restrictions has left our grass looking acceptable.  We will fertilize the grass at the end of July, hoping to 
take advantage of the monsoon time in August. 
 
By now you have received the letter from Z & R regarding the need to re-program the electronics 
operating the north gate.  Please take time to respond to Z & R as soon as you can so we are able to get 
the north gate working once more.

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HIGHLIGHTS OF THE SUMMER GLEN ESTATES JULY 8, 2008 BOARD MEETING:  
The meeting was held at the Sun Hills Fire Station. 

�  OPEN FORUM: 
Open forum discussions were about future landscaping, the budget, mudjacking done by A-1, getting rid 
of pigeons, and stucco repairs for next year. 

�  BOARD MEETING: 
Present were Fred Reichert, Peter Pasquale, Matt Grubesic, Myrna Whitfield and Kerry Cantrell.  Ralph 
Nussbaum was absent. 

Previous minutes were approved as presented. 

Kerry presented the financials and they were approved subject to final audit. 

Kerry presented a Work Order Report, Annual Sump Pump Report, Unlimited Landscaping Checklists for 
April & May, and the dog damage reimbursement update. 

The Board discussed at length the problems of some of the television reception dishes.  Some of the old 
dishes have been removed and left holes in the stucco that need to be repaired, some old dishes not 
currently in use need to removed and placed for trash pick-up.  The Board approves of the dark gray color 
of the new dishes that have been installed and does not want those to be painted a neutral color.  If you 
are going to have a new dish installed, have it installed on a vertical pole as near to your unit as possible. 

Fred will do an audit of the television reception dishes and letters will be sent out by Z & R to the owners 
of units where repairs and dish removal needs to be done. 

The Board discussed plans for fall pruning of bushes.  The Board wants the large red-leaved bushes 
trimmed but doesn’t want the spirea bushes to be trimmed this fall so that they will bloom next spring.  
Some of the spirea bushes next to the entryways may have to be trimmed a bit but Fred will determine 
which of those bushes need to be trimmed.  The Board doesn’t want the small bushes around the 
community to be trimmed any this fall.  Kerry will see that Unlimited Landscaping understand the 
Board’s wishes for trimming bushes. 

Mountain High has been dismissed as our tree-maintenance company and Unlimited Landscaping will 
assume the duties of SGE tree maintenance.

�  SCREEN DOOR: 
Jack Allen has an essentially brand new screen door for the doorway into the garage that he would like to 
give away.

�  A SUGGESTED ENTRY PROTOCOL FOR OUR NORTH GATE:
